Continuing along the coast to the seaside village
of Lancelin at lunchtime and then to the home of the marvellous Pinnacles at Nambung National
Park. Get your camera ready for these intriguing limestone formations. After taking time to reflect
at the evocative HMAS Sydney Memorial you can take | the astonishing views over the seaside
township of Geraldton.

Geraldton - Monkey Mia
Discover Hamelin Pool and see the world’s best known colony of Stromatolites. Dating back to
the beginning of life on earth, while they may not appear alive, these living structures have
helped scientists unravel the history of life on earth! Later visit fascinating Shell Beach that is
formed from billions of coquina bivalve shells that can be up to ten metres deep along the water.
